Search engines – a program that searches for and identifies items in a database that correspond to keywords or characters specified by the user, used especially for finding particular sites on the World Wide Web.
Server – a networked computer for storing files.
SMART rules – Our online safety rules. Smart, Meet, Accepting, Reliable, Tell. 
Web crawlers – a type of bot that is typically operated by search engines.
Wireless access point – A wired device that sends and receives wireless signals for devices with wireless connectivity to and from the rest of the network connectivity.
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
