Adjustments – a small alteration or movement made to achieve a desired fit, appearance, or result.
Clone – replicates pixels from within an image. 
Composition – the way that something is put together or arranged
Crop – to cut off the sides of an image to make it the proper size or to remove unwanted parts.
Edit – to make a change to something.
Effects – different ways to change an image.
Image – a visual representation of something
Retouch – improve or repair an image by making slight additions or alterations.
